Development based on the whakaaro of our previous generation
of leaders for Ngati Kahungunu over the 25 years to 2026.

Over July, August and September a small team from Ngéti Kahungunu Iwi
Incorporated will take the presentation of the 25 year Vision to the 80 plus
marae in the Ngéti Kahungunu rohe to seek the Iwi's views on this vision
for Iwi Development.

This Marae Hikoi commenced on Saturday the 13th of July 2002 at Korongata
Marae, Bridge Pa. Among the whanau who gathered to view the presentation
was Korongata Marae Chairperson Mrs Sabrina White. Mrs White enjoyed
the presentation and said that the way it was presented was easy to follow
and understand and that hapu can take this same platform and use it as
a guide for hapi development. Mrs White said, “in order to take your
people forward, you must have a positive attitude”. Whanau who attended
the presentation found it added clarity to the goals and aspirations of Ngati
Kahungunu lwi. At the end of the presentation whanau/hapt of Korongata
Marae were presented with a flag with the Ngati Kahungunu logo on it. Mrs
White said this was a wonderful gesture and whanau/hapu felt that a great
relationship was developed that day.

In October 2002 the responses from the Marae Hikoi consultation will be
collated and a final draft of the 25-year vision and strategic plan for iwi
development will be presented to the ‘Hui-a-lwi’ on 23rd November for
debate.

Friday 5th July 2002 saw the
return of the Ngati Kahungunu
Iwi Incorporated Board monthly
meetings to the Orchard Road
Office, Hastings. However, four
hui-a-iwi, including the AGM are
planned. This means that apart
from the monthly meetings -
generally public - held on the first
Friday of every month, there will
be four other kanohi-ki-kanohi
opportunities for Ngati
Kahungunu whanau whanui.

Board training facilitated by Ara
Hudson, the Chairperson for the
Tamaki Makaurau taura here, began
last month in Wellington, and will be
held bi-monthly. A retrospective
evaluation affirmed it as a necessary
commitment in order for effective and
efficient governance to occur.
Unfortunately, not everyone was able
to attend, but the training is ongoing.

Those who did participate said it
epitomised the saying that “learning
is fun!”

The Board is undergoing some
disciplined changes in order to better
fulfil its roles and responsibilities and
the year 2002 / 2003 is seen as the
year to consolidate.

As well as the training, there will
be a focus on strengthening
organisational structure, the asset
base of the iwi, communications and

restricted for the next few months, it
actually helps focus on what needs
to be done. The ever-present
dilemma is that Ngati Kahungunu Iwi
Inc. cannot be all things to everyone.

Another step towards a more
professional and business-like
manner that is needed in future
developments is the overview
provided by Alex Holes, Chairman of
Te Upoko O Te Ika taura here, on the
pros and cons of different legal
entities. Considering that the mussel
farm ventures first practical stage is
almost set to go and that the Te Ohu
Kai Moana asset allocation is
dependent on appropriate structures
being in place, this step is timely and
even overdue where other ventures
are concerned.

Because 64% of Ngati Kahungunu
live outside the rohe, we have been
fortunate to have the regular
attendance at Board meetings of 3 of
our 5 taura here — Tamaki Makaurau,
Kirikiriroa and Te Upoko o Te lka, the
other 2 from Te Waipounamu have
yet to attend. The issues concerning
our taura here are diverse and debate
continues on how we relate to each
other, particularly regarding resources.

Helping people understand what a museum is all about has
been part of the job for Heeni Taukamo, taonga researcher
at the Hawke’s Bay Museum in Napier for 18 months.

Matau and korowai were among the first taonga she looked at for
the project, Te Pae Tawhiti. She began the mammaoth task of updating
= the register of Ngati Kahungunu items at the museum.

E\:__ That included talking to kaumatua to see if they could confirm what taonga came

from what family. Being from Waiohiki, it made the job of trying to match up the

“names of donors with taonga a little easier- she already knew who to contact in

many cases.

There are about 3000 Maori taonga at the museum, of which by Heeni's reckoning,
about 44 percent originate from Kahungunu.

Among them are hundreds of the humble yet important matau, or fish hook. Some
were part of the Kahungunu (Ka Moe Ka Puta) exhibition which just finished in
Wellington not too long ago, along with six of the 98 kete at the museum, and
some of a large collection of korowai.

Work still needs to be done on a register of Kahungunu items in other museums,
and in private and overseas collections.

Heeni has held workshops helping to explain why saving taonga is so important,
and trying to help ordinary people understand what museum staff do.

Heeni is a great-great-grandchild of Tareha. She has studied anthropology,
matauranga Maori and management, and has worked in health and kohanga
reo. Her work at the museum has inspired her to resume the sort of craftwork
she used to do- she is currently making a korowai.

* Te Pae Tawhiti has been developed by the HB Cultural Trust and Te Roopu
Kaiawhi Taonga, the museum’s Maori advisory committee, in conjunction with Te
Papa National Service, which funded Heeni's time at the museum. The service
works in partnership with museums and other agencies which hold and give the
public access to natural and cultural heritage material of national signficance.

Those that arrived found the
place abuzz with fires in drums; families,
hundreds, every whanau represented by
someone.

Kahungunu arrived in the dark and awaited
the sign of dawn, and on cue the conch call
went out, mau rakau men took up the
challenge, added their kinaki, and in came
Kahungunu with Karakia, Chants and Songs
led by Ngahiwi Tomoana and accompanied
by the Bishopric of Te Tairawhiti.

The Téhunga Te Aopehi Kara lead us in with
Te Rangikauia Tipene Ngati Kere Puhi,
crossing the threshold to enter first. Lights
went on and with the strains of Pinepine te
Kura being chanted in the background the
service began. At the conclusion the focus
moved back to the Marae for formal mihi.

The opening speakers for Ngati Kere were
Henare Kani and Piri Sciascia. Ngati
Kahungunu replied with 10 speakers, which
included the Cook Island community, Ngati Tu
Wharetoa, Minister of Maori Affairs Parekura
Horomia and Te Aopehi Kara to close.
Speakers represented many of the Marae of
Ngéti Kahungunu and those who didn't speak
