
School committees, marae work and heaps
of children are some of the things Bill
Blake and Sophie Keefe have in common.
They are the kaumatua representatives on the
Ngati Kahungunu Iwi Incorporated Board,
selected in the recently held kaumatua elections.

Bill hails from Mahia, of Ngati Kahu (Wairoa)
and Ngai Te Rakato, while Sophie's whakapapa
is to most of Kahungunu, from Mahia right down
to Wairarapa.

Bill, a widower, has 14 children and not long
ago baptised his 50th mokopuna. Sophie had
four children with her late husband Did, adopted
three and took in 34 whangai.

She lived with her husband's people for many years at
Raupunga, getting involved in many things, such as
fundraising for the Kahungunu marae on Putere Road,
organising a kaumatua bus for Ngati Pahauwera, and
being a representative on the Ngati Kahungunu Iwi
Incorporated  hauora group in the late 1980s -just to
mention a few. She divides her time between Wellington
and Hawke's Bay.

Bill is not one for staying at home much either. Currently
he is a trustee for Te Rauhina and Rakato marae, represents

the Wairoa rohe on the HB Regional Council Maori
Advisory Committee, and is a government appointed
member of the HB-East Coast Conservation Board. He
also manages to find time to look after the family farm.

Bill has been a kaumatua representative for Ngati
Kahungunu Iwi Incorporated before, and has been
involved with Ngati Kahungunu Iwi Incorporated most
recently as a director of it's housing business, Tu Kahu
Ltd. Both Bill and Sophie have been involved with the
Wairoa Taiwhenua, Sophie since it was established.

The combined exhibition and lecture series in Hastings, a joint venture
between Ngati Kahungunu Iwi Incorporated, the National Library and the
Hawke's Bay Cultural Trust was one of the most successful to be held in
Hawke's Bay last year and is proving to be even more popular in Wellington.

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This year's Matariki, or Maori New Year
celebrations between June 7-9 is quite
literally taking to the skies.

At least 12 hot air balloonists, plus Hawke's
Bay's resident balloonist  Andrew
Livingstone from Early Morning Balloons,
are taking part in this year's celebrations.

Matariki begins with Ahipo, or Nightglow,
on June 7 between 5-9pm at Nelson Park,
Hastings. The inflated balloons will be
tethered to the ground, and lit up in a
synchronized display set to music. Other
entertainment will include kapa haka, a
fireworks display creating Maori designs,
and international and Maori food for sale
to fill hungry tummies.

From 9am the next day the balloons will
take off from Matariki Wines near Flaxmere,
and Sileni Estates near Havelock North.
Keep an eye out for the three special shape
balloons- a paua and two eggs.

On Sunday June 9 the Matariki Food, Wine
and Balloon Fiesta will be held in
conjunction with the Farmer's Market at the
Hawke's Bay A&P showgrounds in
Hastings.

Organisers are expecting more than 30
wineries, restaurants and food producers to
provide the public with entertainment such
as cooking demonstrations and wine talks,
not to mention a Rewena Bread Baking
Contest. There will also be entertainment,
including kapa haka and activities for kids.

The balloonists will float past the grounds
and attempt to throw a hoop over an
inflatable wine bottle. The winner's prize is
52 bottles of Matariki sparkling wine, one

for each week of the year.

This is the third annual Matariki celebrations
organised by the Maori Millennium
Committee.

“Matariki, in future years, has the potential
to become a winter food related festival
that is sought after by international visitors”,
says spokesman Te Rangi Huata. June is
usually a quiet month for the tourism
industry in Hawke's Bay.

Consultants who completed a strategy report
for Hawke's Bay Tourism earlier this year
said one of the five key opportunities for
Hawke's Bay is fostering Maori tourism
product, and research showed tourists
wanted genuine Maori experiences.

All marae are invited to participate by
organising a dinner, either just to give
thanks to their communities, or to be a
fundraiser. You too could participate,
organising a food related activity in your
home, or a restaurant, or community hall.

entry.
Matariki translated means tiny eyes. It is a
small cluster of stars known as Pleiades,
appearing in the dawn skies from late May
to early June.

It acts as a seasonal forecast. If the star
cluster appears clear and bright, it is thought
the year ahead will be warm and productive.
If it appears hazy and shimmering, a cold
winter is in store.

The first new moon after the rise of Pleiades
signalled the start of the New Year, when
food stores were full from harvesting birds
from the forest, fish from the sea, kumara
from the earth and migrating fish from the
sea.

Everyone gathered to give thanks, celebrate
and welcome the new planting season.

The Maori Millennium Committee has
revived this tradition in modern times with
the aim of making it a truly unique Aotearoa
celebration that embraces all New
Zealanders.

Hastings has a new visual arts course-
Toimairangi, a Maori contemporary
design programme led by artists
Sandy Adsett and Paerau Corneal.

An exhibition of artwork by the 24
students helped officially launch the
course, based in Eastbourne Street,
on May 1, before a crowd of about
100 excited whanau, wellwishers,
and people involved in other Whare
Tapere o Takitimu Wananga courses.
Some people travelled from as far as
Invercargill to give their blessing to
Toimairangi, others representing
Mihiroa marae, Whanganui a Orotu,
and Heretaunga.

The evening was capped off by
performances from Kahurangi Maori
Dance Theatre.

Sandy and Paerau both come with

good reputations as artists. Sandy,
originally from Raupunga, has spent
35 years in Gisborne, 10 of those as
principal tutor at Toihoukura, the
Maori arts school at Tairawhiti
Polytechnic.

Paerau, a clay and fibre artist, was a
tutor at Toihoukura for two years.

Toimairangi is taught from a cultural
base, using stories and legends,
following Takitimu's principle
kaupapa- learning through wananga,
kaupapa Maori, wairua Maori, kawa
and manaakitanga.

Sandy will follow some of the same
principles  as  were used at
Toihoukura, so the art is practical,
rather than theoretical, and the
students' whanau are encouraged to
play a part.

Food, Fun and Balloons for Matariki 2002

NEW ARTS COURSE LAUNCHED IN
HASTINGS
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The proposed mussel farm off the coast
of Waipatiki which Ngati Kahungunu Iwi
Incorporated has a stake in has inched a
little closer to becoming a reality.
The Hawke's Bay Regional Council
recently granted resource consent to allow
the players to start trials later this year.
The council has recommended to
Conservation Minister Sandra Lee, who
has the final say, that the development
can start, provided the farm is slightly
smaller than planned- 18 100ha blocks-
and that environmental monitoring be
carried out at each stage of the
development.
If Fisheries Minister Pete Hodgson grants
a farm permit, trials may begin in August.
The application was made by Napier
Mussels Ltd, a subsidiary of NZ Sea Farms
Ltd. Ngati Kahungunu Iwi Incorporated
is one of Napier Mussels major
shareholders. The other is Sealord Shellfish
Ltd, owned by Te Ohu Kai Moana and
Japanese company Nippon Suisan Kaisha.
The farm has the potential to create up to
300 jobs, with more if a processing plant
can be set up in Hawke's Bay.

Plain Sailing For Rangatahi Achiever

Mussel Farm
Prospects Brighter

"The water. Just being on the water." It's what
15-year-old Joshua Wirihana Mark Aperahama
likes the most about being part of the Hawke's
Bay Volunteer Coastguard. Josh, who is of
Ngati Kahungunu, Nga Puhi and European
descent, has  the distinction of being perhaps
the youngest coastguard member able to skipper
 the Naiad and Waveney vessels. He actually
sat and passed his Boatmaster's  Certificate,
the minimum requirement of a potential skipper,
when he was 14 but  wasn't allowed in the top
seat legally until he was 15.
He has been around boats for a long time.
Venture out into the harbour on a  Napier
Sailing Club race day and you could come
across Josh behind the wheel of  one of the
club's five rescue-patrol boats.  And as a
lifeguard of the Westshore Surf Lifesaving
Club, he has been to the surf nationals, not as
a competitor but doing the trusted behind the
scenes stuff  like setting out buoys and being
a patrolling lifeguard.  It was a conversation
about a coastguard exercise which sparked
Josh's interest. The next available Wednesday
he found himself sitting in on one of the
coastguard's weekly gatherings and theory
sessions, and that's where it began.  He also
has numerous first aid certificates, a VHF
license and his life guard  certificate.  Port of
Napier senior pilot Gus Matson, an accredited
boating tutor and the one Josh  sat his
boatmaster's certificate under, comes in for a
bit of praise. "He's  really looked after me."
Currently a Year 11 student at Napier Boys
High, Josh spent his first school  years at Te

Kura  Kaupapa O Hoani Waititi in Auckland,
where he lived with mum  Sandra Mauger.
Even then, you couldn't keep him away from
that water. When he was 10 he would be getting
up at 4am, biking 11km to the swimming pool,
putting in a day at school, followed by more
swimming.  He has been living with his nan,
Wini (nee Apatu) and koro, John Mauger, for
four years now. That strong grounding in te
reo means that he is sitting Sixth Form
Certificate Maori this year. When the school
has visitors, he is also often called upon to
make the mihi, either on behalf of the school,
or for the manuhiri.
His granddad John and Nan Wini are
really proud of this fact. John said
he got a lot of  pleasure from seeing
Josh leading the korero at an Anzac
Day ceremony at the  school for the
old boys. "I'm really chuffed about
that." When Josh is standing there
on Anzac Day, he is remembering
his granddad Edward Aperahama,
of A Company, 28th Maori Battalion,
and his great-granddad, Charlie, or
Clarry Mauger, who fought at
Passchendale, France, in WWI. The
attraction to the sea comes as no
surprise once you learn of a bit of
family history. The Maugers have
a long history in seafaring and
boatbuilding - Josh's great-
greatgranddad was a shipwright -
and his Nga Puhi hapu is known is
recognised for its marine skills.

The coastguard has 140-odd non-active
members, of whom a lot  of them, while they
would like to go to callouts, have other
commitments such  as family, Josh says. 30 or
so active members tend to callouts, crewing
and maintaining their two craft.  Josh is modest
in his achievements, saying he still has heaps
to learn and is careful to show deference to the
more experienced when on  callout, but happy
to lead where and when necessary.
People like Josh are just doing what they like
- they're keen and committed.

NKII Board Meeting
11th & 12th April, Papawai Marae, Greytown - Wairarapa

Twelve months down the track as a Board, we have completed
our first round of Hui in each of the six taiwhenua. On a
beautiful, crisp morning we assembled at Papawai Marae,
Greytown for the Powhiri. The number from Wairarapa that
turned out was heartening and augured well for a robust hui-
a-rohe.

Local concerns were aired and one of a more pressing nature was
'resolved' pending ratification. Due to a protracted dispute that
meant cash would continue to be held in trust by the Iwi Board,
it was agreed by those present that the Cray 3 and 4 quota for this
year would be divided among six taiwhenua rather than four as
had been the case. This would give the Wairarapa Taiwhenua (and
Tamaki Nui a Rua Taiwhenua) more cash resources to operate
on. It was reaffirmed that communication has improved with the
NKII Board travelling - especially to more remote rohe.

As the Chairman had to travel home that evening to attend the

tangi of hi uncle, James Lennox Southon on the Friday morning,
the Chairmans report was presented before he left (to be ratified
in the Board meeting). The whanau were brought up-to-date
with the mussel farm joint venture and other activities.

The following day was chaired by Christine Teariki until the
Deputy Chair arrived. One other concern that emerged was the
matter dealing with an iwi partnership across three District
Health Boards. Maori from the Wairarapa and Tamaki Nui a
Rua Taiwhenua (and Rangitane) are wary of jeopardising
already strong working relationships with their respective
partners.

Not withstanding the advantages of going to Ngati Kahungunu
whanui, there will still be lessons to be learned. For instance
'when does tikanga have precedence over constitutional matters?'
Thankfully, we can look to our Kaumatua/Kuia for collective
wisdom.

New Sports
Officer For
Wairoa

Young athletes, budding sports administrators and the young
at heart can benefit from some of the Sport and Recreation
Agency grants available through Sport Hawke's Bay.

Tomua/Tomuri grant (up to $500) This is aimed at young
athletes of Maori descent (tomuri), aged between 15-19, who
may enjoy the assistance of a role model coach and/or mentor
(tomua). The tomua must also be of Maori descent, and allows
one tomuri per six months. This is a one-off grant from the
agency, which has replaced the Hillary Commission.

Note- athletes who have been a regional or national representative
in their chosen sport will be accepted first.
Administrative cadetships (up to $1000) This is aimed at
promoting Maori leadership roles in sport, fitness and leisure.
The grant is to assist in training in sports administration.

The nominating club or organisation is expected to make
some contribution to course costs, and priority will be given
to those applicants whose clubs or organisations contribute
at least half the costs.

There is no age limit and it is open to anyone of Maori descent.
The club or organisation's job is to nominate someone it thinks
has the ability to become a strong administrator at regional
or national level.

The course may be up to a year long, and must be NZQA
accredited. The training institution must have approval status
to provide the course, for example, a polytechnic.

An annual report and evaluation will have to be completed
and sent to the agency at the completion of the course.

Iwi grants (up to $1500) Iwi organisations may be eligible
for this grant to run sport, fitness or leisure programmes for
their members. Line dancing, whanau/hapu/iwi sports days,
rugby league, tennis, squash, touch and surfing tournaments
are some of the events the Hillary Commission supported
when it was running this grants programme.

To meet the criteria, applicants must be an incorporated
society, provide a GST invoice, sign a contract with the
agency, and complete an evaluation for the agency when the
event is over. The agency does not support any events which
condone alcohol or drug use.

Help For The Sporty

Wairoa is about to get a new district
Kaiwhakahaere through Sport Hawke's Bay
and Ngati Kahungunu Iwi Incorporated.
The part-time officer will focus on
encouraging healthy, active lifestyles through
participating in sport and recreation in the
Maori environment.
He or she will also play a strategic role in
supporting Sport HB's green prescription
work, a partnership with local GPs and
practice nurses aimed at increasing physical
activity of patients recommended for a
"green" prescription through non-threatening
ways.
The programme has been working well
overall for people with diabetes, suffering
obesity, high blood pressure and other weight
related health issues, but not quite so well
with Maori patients. It is hoped the
appointment of a new Kaiwhakahaere will
help address this issue.
Ngati Kahungunu Iwi Incorporated is
assisting Sport HB with management of the
position.
The person will be based at the Wairoa
Community Centre with the three other Sport
HB employees working in the district.

Whakaki people are doing their bit to
save their eels, and are hoping the
Ministry of Fisheries and Te Ohu Kai
Moana will sit up and take notice.
Along with the Wairoa District Council
Maori committee, Whakaki's Hereheretau
B2L2 Block Trust have written to the
ministry and TOKM with some ideas about
eel management- a good time to make their

voices heard given that commercial eel
licences are up for review in October.
Committee member and trust secretary
Walter Wilson went to a meeting in
Hamilton recently at which the ministry
proposed a quota system - a sustainable
system? Neither the trust nor the committee
thought so, and that's what they've stated
in their submissions.
The trust is concerned the commercial sector
might be given priority over the rights of
tangata whenua and the wellbeing of eel
fisheries.
Whakaki people have sustainably managed
their own eel fishery for generations, banned
commercial fishing, and won awards to
boot for their work on restoring the lake
and surrounding environment.
The trust has suggested that any sort of
management plan needs to outline habitat
and eel life cycle information, a
determination of the best time for harvest
to avoid harming breeding, separate laws
to cover eel farming and commercial taking
of glass eels for stocking farms, and
regulations for customary and recreational
eel fishing.
The committee is concerned about the
ministry's approach to issuing commercial
licences, and believes it needs to do more
consultation with North Island iwi on eeling,
under both lore and law.
