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Kahungunu and Rongomaiwahine were married five-six hundred years ago and
through their children, grandchildren and great grand children, created the iwi we
know today as Ngati Kahungunu.

This iwi has existed under different names and has expanded and retracted over
the past few centuries. We have seen it in its minutest form in terms of whanau
groups, sometimes called Te Tini o..., we've seen it in larger groups of Ngati... and
Ngai..., we've seen it in quite massive groups called Te Hika o ..., and we've seen
it in one widely extended collective from Whangara to Porirua called Te Kupenga
o te Huki. Since the 1830’s from Mahia to Wairarapa we have been known as Ngati
Kahungunu.

Some members from the Mahia area have asserted that Rongomaiwahine has
always maintained a separate iwi status from the rest of Kahungunu stretching from
the Nuhaka River northward to Paritu, an area that Ngati Kahungunu has also
asserted as part of the wider iwi rohe.

The Fisheries Settlement Act and the debates leading up to it has provided the
opportunity for Rongomaiwahine to establish a separate iwi from Kahungunu. This
however is contingent on Ngati Kahungunu Iwi members agreeing for this to happen.

Ngati Kahungunu Iwi Incorporated has provided a draft mechanism for the withdrawal
to occur in our Constitution. This draft mechanism is now circulated to you for your
perusal and your comments as to whether you agree that firstly, Rongomaiwahine
is a separate iwi from Kahungunu and secondly if the proposed draft mechanism
for their withdrawal is appropriate or not.

This is not an easy subject and rattles the emotions of all who will participate as it
has to those who have engaged in this question over the past ten years and over
the past hundred years.

We know that there are very complex issues involved and that Whakapapa, Tikanga
and Kawa are at risk of being subverted through this constitutional process. However
it is a process that we must pursue to its conclusion at this point and time to bring
clarity, stability and consolidation to us as an iwi as we move through these turbulent
but exciting times. Some people have preferred not to enter the debate because
of the serous sensitivities involved. We respect this stance.

| wish you well in your deliberations and please do not hesitate to contact this office
or your koroua and Kuia for further advice on this matter. Whatever the outcome
our whakapapa is inviolate and cannot be tampered with by vexatious, frivolous or
emotive attacks, even though they may seen well meaning.

Six local paddlers also represented the region in the difficult W1 singles category which
included Samantha Jackson-Ware (Hukarere College), Jade Tangaere (St Joseph's Maori
Girls College), Lance Waapu, Moana Hakiwai, Tuahine Hakiwai and Henare Waapu (all from
Te Kura Kaupapa Maori O Te Ara Hou. The W1 division requires paddlers to sprint in a W1
single waka without the aid of a rudder thus relying on specific paddling techniques to sprint
in a straight line down the 250 metre course. An outstanding effort by Samantha Jackson-
Ware from Hukarere College who finished 5th in the U19 girls championship final and Henare
Waapu from Te Kura Kaupapa Maori O Te Ara Hou who also placed 5th in the U16 boys

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Do you need a physical challenge in your work place? Earlier this year the

staff at Ngati Kahungunu Iwi Incorporated were challenged to participate
in the Pedometer 10 000 steps a day programme.

In a nutshell, we each received a little gadget that is worn on the hip that counts steps you take. When
you enter your stride length, the pedometer will calculate your distance walked and with your weight
it can calculate the approximate number of calories burned.

Here’s a bit of healthy info. . .More than 60% of adults do not achieve the
recommended amount of physical activity needed in a day and 25% of adults are not physically active
at all. While many people believe only vigorous activity such as jogging and weight lifting count towards
fitness, users who increase their number of steps consistently show improvement in weight, body fat,
cholesterol level and overall fitness level.

The General Manager was all for this healthy attitude in the workplace, so much so that almost
overnight this Pedometer Challenge was extended to the wider iwi.
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For the past two months, whanau o Ngati
Kahungunu have been involved in a hikoi
for health. We called it ‘Ngati Kahungunu
Hikoi for Health 2005’ with the over-riding
theme ‘Walk the Talk’ — to keep us focused.

The Hikoi for Health programme was a
positive opportunity to address the health
issues of Maori, in particular, Ngati Kahungunu. The Hikoi which started on the 3rd of May 2005
coinciding with the anniversary date of the Hikoi to Parliament in 2004, was proudly sponsored by
Sport Hawke’s Bay, Te Mana and the Hawkes Bay Public Health Unit. Each registered team were
challenged to walk the distance of the Kahungunu Coastline — 515 kilometres in 6 weeks.

H"‘.'.'t.

With only two weeks to organise this programme and panui it out to whanau o Kahungunu, we were
pleasantly overwhelmed when 900 plus registrations flowed in on the first few days. Each registered
individual received a pedometer, a personal monitoring chart with a lanyard that could be worn around
the neck while you walk each day, a pen to write your daily kilometres, a water bottle and lots of
educational information about health and daily exercise. We were prepared for 500 participants and
when we received the 900 plus registrations, we knew that more pedometers needed to be sought.

Coordinators of the project Vicki Murray and James Morrison were busy throughout the two months,
contacting team coordinators to motivate them on their hikoi for health. It was lots of fun and for many
people an eye opener as to how something as simple as walking can help you feel great throughout
the day.
