Preamble

1.1
Education is the key to personal, whanau, hapu and iwi development.  In 2000, Ngati Kahungunu Iwi Incorporated (NKII), provided 12 scholarships for Ngati Kahungunu tauira who undertook full-time tertiary study towards a degree qualification or a post-graduate qualification, plus another one-off scholarship in acknowledgement of artistic endeavours.  The putea for 2005 is $30,000. 

1.2 The putea will be targeted to support the realisation of the Ngati Kahungunu Strategic Vision 2026.  While all full time Ngati Kahungunu 3rd year undergraduate and post-graduate students are encouraged to apply priority will be given to those completing studies in:

· whanau, hapu and iwi development

· farming and horticulture;

· Maori tourism and hospitality; 

· Maori science

· Kaitiakitanga; 

· Rongoa; 

· Kahungunutanga; and

· Kaupapa Maori education

2.0 Purpose

2.1 To distribute benefits to our members and to encourage and to recognise the pursuit of academic knowledge and qualifications by Ngati Kahungunu tauira to support the realisation of the Ngati Kahungunu Strategic Vision 2026.

Criteria:


3.1.1
Of Ngati Kahungunu descent and registered on the NKII roll;

3.1.2
currently enrolled at a tertiary institution as a full-time degree tauira in the final year of completing degree; or doing post-graduate study;

3.1.3
correctly filled in application form received by the stated deadline, by the relevant office;

3.1.4
acceptance of decisions made with no right of appeal;

3.1.5 The minimum scholarship amount is $500 and the maximum is $1,000 per scholar;  

3.1.6
if successful, a letter of acknowledgement must be sent to NKII within 2 weeks of receipt of scholarship

3.2       Timeframes:
3.2.1 applications will open on the 1st of March and the scholarships will be advertised via panui ki te iwi, Te reo Irirangi O Ngati Kahungunu and on the Ngati Kahungunu Iwi website;

3.2.2 the closing date and time for receipt of applications will be at 4pm, 29th April;

3.2.3 all decisions will be received by the convenor by 30th May and a report with recommendations will be submitted to the NKII Board for ratification at their next meeting, on or before their first meeting in June 2005; 

3.2.4 all applicants will be informed by 20th June 2005;

3.2.5 approved scholarship recipients  will need to respond within 2 weeks of notification.
