NGATI  KAHUNGUNU  IWI  SCHOLARSHIPS  (Academic)

Preamble

1.1
Education is the key to personal, whanau, hapu and iwi development.  In 2000, Ngati Kahungunu Iwi Incorporated (NKII), provided 12 scholarships for Ngati Kahungunu tauira who undertook full-time tertiary study towards a degree qualification or a post-graduate qualification, plus another one-off scholarship in acknowledgement of artistic endeavours.  The putea for 2004 is $60,000.

The putea will have three equal divisions:  one division to be allocated by Te Wananga Whare Tapere o Takitimu [Bachelor of Maori Performing Arts Degree];  one division to be allocated by Te Manga, Te Whare Takiura o Otatara [B.A. (Maori) and B.A. Hons.]; and the other division to be allocated by a 3-person panel to cater for tauira attending any other tertiary institution.

Although the 3rd division may have the largest number of applications, the first 2 divisions acknowledge Ngati Kahungunu academic initiatives.  However, should the first two divisions be undersubscribed, the remaining putea will be allocated to the open/contestable pool.

2.0 Purpose

2.1 To encourage and to recognise the pursuit of academic knowledge and qualifications by Ngati Kahungunu tauira.

Criteria:


3.1.1
Of Ngati Kahungunu descent and registered on the NKII roll;

3.1.2
currently enrolled at a tertiary insitution as a full-time degree tauira in the last year of completing degree or doing post-graduate study;;

3.1.3
correctly filled in application form received by the stated deadline, by the relevant office;

3.1.4
acceptance of decisions made with no right of appeal;

3.1.5 The scholarship amount is $1,000 per scholar;  

3.1.6
if successful, a letter of acknowledgement must be sent to NKII within 2 weeks of receipt of scholarship

3.2       Timeframes:
3.2.1 applications will open on the 1st of March and the scholarships will be advertised in the local newspaper on the 1st and 2nd Saturday of March;

3.2.2 the closing date and time for receipt of applications will be the Friday 30th of April at 4pm;

3.2.3 for the 3rd division, copies of applications will be received by the panel by 14th May 2004;

3.2.4 all decisions will be received by the convenor by 21st May and a report with recommendations will be submitted to the NKII Board for ratification at their next meeting, on or before their first meeting in June 2004; 

3.2.5 all applicants will be informed by 14th June;

3.2.6 approved scholarship recipients  will need to respond within 2 weeks of notification.
