Maramatanga

* Taiao means the environment Poutiriao means the guardian
 Compound word Tai and ao compound words, pou, tiri and ao
* Tai meaning tide, ao meaning earth  pou or post, tiri or plant, ao or earth
* Also meaning Earthly Rhythm post indicating arable soil
e So Taiao is the environment its responsibility: to gain balance
e With an earthly rhythm guardian that gains balance

* The planting of repo ki uta ki tai The urgent need for protection
* The planting of repo as pa Harakeke Temporary stop banks
* The planting of repo as pa Kahikatea Repo behind stop banks
* The planting of repo for floods Stop banks feeding repo
* Locate the repo over an aquifer Repo releasing flood waters
* To recharge the aquifer At a slower rate to be used
* Water storage in case of droughts for after flood needs
e Costing the life of a repo Build back better
